for the best and highest price, which can, and may be had, and

obtained for the same, and pay and apply such purchase

Money, together with the whole of my personal Estate, herein

before mentioned, in manner and form, and to the use and

Purposes, herein after limited and directed, (that is to say)

one third part thereof (the whole into three equal parts

being divided) to my Sister Elizabeth Broadhurst, her

Executors, Administrators and Afsigns – one other equal third

part thereof to my said Brother James Broadhurst, his

Executors Administrators and Afsigns – And thereby

order and direct that in case either of them the said Elizabeth

Broadhurst and James Broadhurst, shall happen to die, in

the life Time of my said Father or Mother Thomas Broadhurst

and Christian Broadhurst or the survivor of them, he or she

so dying, shall have full power to give and bequeath,

this or her said several and separate equal third part, by
